Small Group Discussion Guide
For the week of April 9-15, 2023
“WHO ROLLED THE STONE?”

GETTING STARTED
To the facilitator: Use this section to introduce the topic. If possible, give a brief recap of the sermon.

Share a memorable point, a spiritual lesson, a personal application, a question, or something that challenged you from the sermon last Sunday.

What thoughts and feelings does Resurrection Sunday evoke for you, and how do you typically celebrate or observe the holiday?
Group discussion
1. What do you think the significance is of Jesus appearing first to the women, who were not considered credible witnesses in the culture of that time? How do you think the resurrection of Jesus changed the lives of the women who witnessed it? How might it have changed your life if you had been there to witness it?
2. When the women tell the disciples what they have seen and heard, some of them are sceptical. Why do you think this is the case? What does it tell us about the disciples' faith and understanding of Jesus' teachings? Why do you think Jesus chose to meet the disciples in Galilee? What might this have symbolized?
3. What is the significance of the earthquake? Try for a moment to envision how the angel looked (“like lightening,” “clothing white as snow”). Why do you think these details were significant? How would you have felt if you saw this being & what would have been your response?
4. What evidence does the angel give to the women to prove the claim that Jesus has risen? Why is this evidence important? Do you think the disciples should have expected the crucifixion and empty tomb? Would you have expected these events or would you be sharing the same confused emotions as the women at the tomb? (see 16:21; 17:22-23; 20:17-19; and cf. 12:40)?
5. The resurrection of Jesus is a central belief in Christianity. Why do you think the resurrection is so important? What does it mean for our understanding of Jesus, God, and salvation?
6. Next Steps 
The resurrection of Jesus Christ is a historical fact that provides hope for our past, present, and future. - John Piper

· I will remind myself of the victory that I have in Christ.

· I will continually praise God for my salvation which I have in Christ.

· Take a moment to offer a prayer thanksgiving for the sacrifice Jesus made on the cross for taking on our sins and giving us eternal life.
· Pray for relationships to grow with other Christ-followers, that you will encourage and care for one another.
· Pray for your unsaved family, friends, and loved ones. 

· Pray for protection, provision, healing and comfort for everyone who’s going through physical, emotional, mental and spiritual pain.
